Property owner contacts Historic Preservation staff 
regarding proposed project that may require a 
Certificate of Appropriateness.  Staff will classify the 
proposed project as “major” or “minor” work. 

Applicant submits application form and 
any required materials.

Applicant submits completed application form and 
any required materials by the required deadline. 

County staff reviews project. Historic Preservation staff posts a notice of public 
hearing in The Taylorsville Times, mails public 

hearing notices to property owners within 500 feet 
of the property, and posts a notice on the property 

itself. 

Certificate of 
Appropriateness is 

approved and issued 
by county staff 

Application is referred 
to Historic Preservation 
Commission if work is 
deemed substantial, 
inconsistent with the 

Design Standards, or is 
precedent setting. 

Applicant obtains any 
additional required 
permits and begins 

work. 

Historic Preservation Commission holds a public 
hearing on the proposed project. 

Historic Preservation 
Commission issues 

Certificate of 
Appropriateness. The 
commission may also 
attach reasonable 
conditions to the 

project to ensure its 
consistency with the 
Design Standards. 

Historic Preservation 
Commission denies the 
application based on 

the Design Review 
Standards. 

Applicant 
may revise 
the request 
and submit 

a new 
application. 

Applicant 
may appeal 

the decision to 
the County 

Commissioners 

Applicant obtains 
any additional 

required permits and 
begins work. 
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
